A BIT DIFFERENT THIS YEAR WITH LESS SUMMER 
STUDIO TIME

In studio time during summer will be lower than 
previous shows.

What you can expect is to be called for 4 Full Cast 
songs for a total of approx. 12-16 hours (likely 4-5 
rehearsals).

You may also be called for a few med-large group 
numbers which may be another approx. 6-8 hours 
(likely 2-3 rehearsals)

Beyond that, we can make studio time available for 
smaller groups but it is not mandatory.

NOTE: This only works if individuals in and out of full 
cast numbers put in the time to rehearse outside of 
studio time.  We may schedule progress reviews with 
you from time to time to ensure we are on track to put 
on our best show ever!

As we get closer to the show, we will start our run 
throughs at which point we will have more regular full 
cast calls.  Tech week begins Oct 11th through final show 
October 15th. 

Studio rehearsals will be scheduled once we have 
finalized casting and can see how many medium, large 
and full cast numbers will need the time scheduled.  
When scheduled. they will be on Thursday and/or 
Sunday evenings (subject to change)

We will be making lyric sheets, sheet music, staging 
and choreo videos all available to all cast as soon AS 
CASTING IS COMPLETE IN MARCH/APRIL.

This means you can work on your own schedule and 
around your own conflicts much much more than any 
other show we’ve done.   

We will have space at a few locations (Rhythm, Vibe, 
Spotlight) to reteach full cast songs and large group 
numbers.

Duets and smaller groups may be at the studio or at a 
cast’s home with the support of our creative team.

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Cast/crew can sign up to join one of several
committees aimed at creating the most
exceptional experience for cast, crew and audience
alike.

Primary to Unsung 10 is the cast experience. This
is not just a show experience but an opportunity to
look back, reflect, take stock in all we’ve
accomplished.
